Spade – Uses
· Digging holes for planting trees and crops 
· Turning and loosening soil 
· Transferring soil, sand, or manure 
· Mixing compost or farm materials 
· Making planting beds 
Rake – Uses
· Leveling the soil after digging 
· Collecting stones, roots, and debris 
· Breaking small soil clods 
· Covering seeds lightly with soil 
· Gathering grass or dry leaves 
Jembe (Hoe) – Uses
· Digging and loosening soil 
· Weeding around crops 
· Making planting holes and furrows 
· Earthing up crops (covering roots with soil) 
· Mixing manure with soil 
· Removing weeds in a garden 
· Loosening soil around plants 
· Digging small planting holes 
· Making ridges and furrows 
· Preparing seedbeds
